 It is further ordered that if the Defendant defaults in the discharge of this Judgment and a Capias Pro Fine warrant for 

arrest is issued according to Texas law and the Defendant is placed in jail, then pursuant to Article 45.048(b) of the Code of 

Criminal Procedure, the Court specifies that after conducting a commitment hearing, the Defendant remain in jail a sufficient 

length of time to satisfy the fine and costs at the following rate: not less than eight hours or more than 24 hours to earn a minimum 

dollar amount of $100 to satisfy the fine and costs.  If the Defendant cannot pay the full amount of the fine and costs in full, there are 

alternatives available, including extensions, payments plans and non-monetary alternatives with sufficient proof of financial condition.
